St. Joseph Center’s holiday policy limits donations to one gift per head of household and one gift per child. Our rationale is three-fold: First, St. Joseph
Center is committed to building family self-sufficiency. We want to encourage adult clients to select practical items that reinforce this goal. Second, we
want to model sensible “holiday” spending patterns for families. Third, limiting the number and approximate price range of all Adopt-A-Family gifts
assures some equity and that all St. Joseph Center’s working poor and homeless families are remembered during the holidays.
